Enter through Gate 11, Botany St. Free parking is available in the multi-level
parking station. When you exit the car park, walk through the Samuels Building
underpass and proceed down Chancellery Walk. The Sir John Clancy Auditorium
is on the left. Please note: traffic conditions will be heavy on the day and street
parking is extremely limited. Please allow plenty of extra travel time and aim to
arrive early.

If a member of your party requires wheelchair access or has low mobility, please
indicate this in the required field on the form when booking tickets. We will seat
your party before the auditorium doors open to the general public. Please come
to the Box Office at 1:15pm.

A small number of vendors in the Mathews Food Court behind The Sir John
Clancy Auditorium will be open during the day to purchase lunch and snacks. No
food will be available within the auditorium. No food or drinks (apart from bottled

water) will be permitted in the auditorium.
